Looking back to the accomplish-

ments of 2008, I am just amazed how 

far we have come. This January marks 

the first anniversary of our Orphan Pro-

gram for 100 desperately needy or-

phans. Quite frankly, we have gone 

through growing pains like any new 

program. Thank you for your patience! 

The children -thanks to our faithful 

sponsors ð are doing well, all in schools, 

clothed, fed and cared for. 

Kenya is experiencing a huge food 

shortage due to extensive drought while it is still struggling from the 

effects of last yearõs unrest and resulting destruction. The prices have 

gone through the roof as even the very basic staples like beans and 

maize need to be imported from abroad. The harshest brunt is shoul-

dered by the poor as their resources are next to nil. 

OWI has carried the cost of 40 + orphans who do not have a sponsor 

yet. Due to the extraordinary increase in food prices this is becoming 

very difficult. I would like to ask each sponsor to become an advocate 

for these precious children, to be the voice for the voiceless. If each of 

us would find even one sponsor, we would have the upkeep of each 

child in the program secured. It would allow more people to become 

participants in the practical aspect of caring for ôthe least of theseõ. 

We encourage personal contacts between the sponsors and the chil-

dren, but ask that the contacts be made through OWI. We want to 

protect your identity, as addresses and phone numbers may otherwise 

end up in wrong hands and youõd be inundated with all kinds of un-

scrupulous pleas. We will get your mail to your child and send any 

mail from your child to you.  

It is our prayer that weõll have all 100 children sponsored by April 1. 

Please pray and become an active advocate! We are His hands and 

feet - we are Godõs plan for these precious children.
